The Dispatch application is a carrier-independent, web-based application that makes it easy to communicate
and dispatch via text message with mobile workforces and fleets from anywhere.
The Dispatch application provides PTT calling, location of fleet members, secure text and multimedia
messaging, video streaming, user monitoring, remote supervision, management of emergencies and alerts,
locations history, geofencing, creation and management of area talkgroups, and user presence indications
through an intuitive user interface.

A dispatcher with a Mission Critical feature set can affiliate a member to a talkgroup and enable simultaneous
audio sessions for monitored talkgroups. With the Mission Critical feature set, the dispatcher can also
grant access to multiple user roles and profiles that have been pre-configured in the Central Admin Tool.
The dispatcher can log in from wherever Internet connectivity is available. The dispatcher can manage
the activities for a set of mobile PTT users (also called fleet members) working in the field. The Dispatch
application allows an organization to effectively manage the day-to-day dispatch operations and rapidly
respond to incidents, emergency situations, customer requests, facility events, and other situations that
require quick responses.

Key Features
The following are the descriptions of the key features of Dispatch:
Contacts and Talkgroups

Contacts are also referred to as fleet members. The dispatcher can establish a one-to-one call or send
and receive Instant Personal Alerts (IPA) to or from a contact. A Dispatch talkgroup allows one-to-many
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calls from the dispatcher to the fleet members. The Central Admin Tool (CAT) administrator manages the
contacts and talkgroups for a Dispatch user. The dispatcher can assign most frequently used contacts and
talkgroups to their Favorites and can create their own talkgroups (My Talkgroups) from the Contacts and
Talkgroups tab.

PTT Calling
Allows the dispatcher to start or end a Push-to-Talk (PTT) call and record a conversation. Dispatch
shows call activities along with the caller identity during the call. The dispatcher can export and review
the details of call recordings on their local PC. Dispatch supports two-way communication and manual
commencement for the PTT call.

Instant Personal Alert
Allows the dispatcher to send and receive an alert to and from a fleet member as a request to call
back. Dispatch can send and receive an IPA, when the dispatcher status is in the 'Available' state. The
dispatcher can send an IPA only to a fleet member whose presence status is 'Available' or 'Busy (Do
Not Disturb - DND)'. The dispatcher can only send an IPA to a single contact; Dispatch does not support
sending an IPA to a group.

Locate
Allows the dispatcher to locate the fleet members on the map. The dispatcher can locate multiple contacts
or an individual talkgroup at a time.

Integrated Secured Messaging
Allows the dispatcher to text, share multimedia content (Audio, file, image, and video) of supported
formats and of specified sizes, and share location as an attachment to contacts and talkgroups.

Broadcast Calling
Allows a designated broadcaster to make high-priority, one-way calls typically used for making important
announcements.

Monitoring Talkgroups
Allows the dispatcher to monitor active talkgroups (up to 20), join an existing active talkgroup call
or initiate a new talkgroup call, locate and send messages to all talkgroup members, and view the
information of all the dispatchers in the talkgroup. If Simultaneous Session is enabled for the Dispatch,
then the dispatchers can listen to all the calls of the talkgroups at a same time on the Monitoring window.

Talkgroup Scanning
Allows communicating with a talkgroup that the dispatcher monitors. The dispatcher can join an active
call. When the call ends, the dispatcher can join the next active call in progress from the scan list.
Talkgroup Scanning is available only to the Dispatch without Simultaneous Session.

Map
Allows the dispatcher to view the location of fleet members and the option to make PTT calls, send
messages or alerts to the fleet members, directly from the map.

Geofence
Allows the dispatcher to assign a geographic boundary to a talkgroup on the map. When a geofence is set
for a talkgroup, the dispatcher receives a notification whenever a fleet member enters or leaves the area.

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Location History
Allows the dispatcher to track the path that a fleet member has traversed on the map in a specified
duration. The dispatcher can select the fleet member and the duration to track their path.

Presence
Allows the dispatcher to see the availability of a fleet member. The fleet members who have the
dispatcher as a contact can also see the presence of the dispatcher. Presence status includes 'Online',
'Do Not Disturb', and 'Offline'.

Avatar
Allows the dispatcher to change the profile picture of a contact from the list of avatars available in
Dispatch. By default, all contacts have an assigned avatar.

Voice Message Fall Back
When the dispatcher attempts to make a PTT call and the call initiation fails because all members are not
available, Voice Message Fall Back automatically records the call as a voice message. Unavailable states
include Do Not Disturb (DND), offline, busy, or temporarily unavailable.

Alerts
Allows the dispatcher to view and act on Instant Personal Alerts (also known as IPA or call-me alerts),
missed call alerts, status alerts, and geofence alerts that a fleet member sends.

Logs
Provides information about recent activity including alerts, PTT calls, audit logs, location reports, geofence
logs, video logs, and audio recordings of recorded calls.

Map Settings
Allows the dispatcher to assign colors for the contacts, talkgroups, and common members between
talkgroups for easy recognition of the located member on the map.

Location Settings
Allows the dispatcher to select the duration of the contact or talkgroup location, on demand, geofence,
and location history. It also allows the dispatcher to set the distance of the fence for tracking the member.

Location
Allows the dispatcher to select the expiry period of a member on the map. For more information, refer to
Maps Services on page 162 section.

On-demand Location Update Interval Settings
Provides the location information of fleet members listed under contacts on the dispatcher demand at
variable intervals.

On-demand Location Period Settings
Allows the dispatcher to select one or more fleet members and access to their current location
information.

Geofence Settings
Allows the dispatcher to set the frequency at which the update notification is shown when the members
are tagged within a geofence. Geofence Settings also allows the dispatcher to set the distance and period
in which the fence is applicable for the members.

Area Talkgroup
Allows the dispatcher to create a talkgroup with fleet members on the map. The dispatcher can call or
send messages (text, image, video, document, and location) to the area talkgroups. For more information,
refer to Area Talkgroup on page 84 section.
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User Monitoring
Allows a designated dispatcher to monitor the current situation of a member who is not responding to
the dispatcher calls, IPAs, and messages. The dispatcher can then use ambient listening and discreet
listening to collect information pertaining to that member.

Ambient Listening
Allows the dispatcher to activate the device Mic remotely and allows the dispatcher to listen to the
surroundings of the member without knowing the member. The dispatcher then takes necessary actions
such as remote emergency and enable or disable the device. For more information, refer to Initiating an
Ambient Listen on page 205 section.

Discreet Listening
Allows the designated dispatcher to listen to any PTT calls to and from the selected member without the
user's knowledge. For more information, refer to Initiating a Discreet Listen on page 206 section.

Disable or Enable User
Allows a designated dispatcher to remotely disable a specific device. The disabled device no longer has
access to the PTT and other services until enabled. For more information, refer to Disabling or Enabling a
Fleet Member Remotely on page 208 section.

User Check
When the dispatcher selects user check, they can view information like the location of the member,
presence status, battery status, emergency state, and signal strength of Wi-Fi or LTE on the member
device. For more information, refer to Activating a User Check on page 204 section.

Emergency Call
Allows the dispatcher to initiate an emergency call on behalf of the fleet member and participate in the
call if there is any life-threatening situation. Emergency calls are always the top priority and preempt any
ongoing call except another ongoing emergency call. For more information, refer to Emergency (Optional)
on page 199 section.

Operational Status Messaging (OSM)
Allows the dispatcher to receive status messages from the fleet member and to know their quick status
such as on-duty, on-route, busy, at-incident, off-duty. For more information, refer to Operational Status
Messaging (OSM) on page 148 section.

Simultaneous Session
Allows the dispatcher to monitor up to 20 talkgroups simultaneously with a separate audio and video
streams for each monitored talkgroup with independent transmit and receive permissions. Also, up to
five more dynamic sessions are available to allow for incoming and outgoing private, broadcast, quick
group, ambient listening, discreet listening, and any calls that are not part of the Monitoring Window. The
simultaneous session allows the dispatcher to mute, unmute, and control the volume for each monitored
talkgroup independently.
Dispatch supports up to 5 video streams simultaneously. A dispatch user can move each streamed video
window to a different screen. A dispatch user can receive multiple videos in each affiliated group if the
affiliation feature is enabled. If affiliation is disabled, an indication of an in-progress video session on
monitored groups is provided. A dispatch user can enable a particular session and expand to full screen.
Users can drop and rejoin any of the active streaming video sessions. For more information, refer to
Simultaneous Session (Optional) on page 156 section.

Affiliation
If Affiliation is disabled, then the dispatcher can affiliate to a set of communication events by adding
talkgroups to the Monitoring window and assigning priority (Priority 1 through 3 or No Priority). For more
information, refer to Affiliation (Optional) on page 191 section.

Affiliation Monitoring
Allows the dispatcher to view the affiliated member list dynamically on a talkgroup or affiliated talkgroup
for a contact.

Docking and Undocking a Tab
You can dock or undock the Dispatch tabs. When you dock a tab, it is part of a larger window. You can move
an undocked tab around the screen or even drag it onto another display monitor.

NOTE: You can only unlock the Map and Monitoring along with My Calls windows.

1. To undock a tab, click the Dockout icon in the title bar of the tab that you want to undock.

Changing Avatar of a Contact
To enhance the view of your contact list, you can add an “avatar” (a predefined graphical image) to various
contacts. By default, avatars are shown for contacts and talkgroups. Dispatch allows you to change the
avatar of a contact from a list of predefined avatars, but you cannot change an avatar of a talkgroup. If
required, the talkgroup avatars can be changed from the Central Admin Tool.
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Procedure:

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Chapter 5

Contacts and Talkgroups
Dispatch provides communication and location for contacts (also known as fleet members). The Central
Admin Tool (CAT) manages the contacts and talkgroups for Dispatch. Once corporate admin configures
contacts, the contacts and talkgroups are shown on the Contacts and Talkgroups Window.
You can communicate with individuals or talkgroups, send messages, send multimedia files, send alerts (IPA)
to individual members, track the path traversed by the fleet members, assign a geofence to a talkgroup, and
locate fleet members on the map, do user checks. Perform ambient and discreet listening, disable users,
initiate emergencies. The corporate admin creates the talkgroups through CAT.
The following figure shows the Contacts and Talkgroups Window:

The Contacts and Talkgroups window has the following icons. Hovering your mouse cursor over the icons
displays the button text.
● Call - Use this icon to make calls. Refer to Push-to-Talk Call on page 100
● Instant Personal Alert - Use this icon to send an alert. Refer to Alerts on page 145
● Locate - Use this icon to locate fleet members. Refer to Maps Services on page 162
● Message - Use this icon to send messages. Refer to Integrated Secured Messaging on page 125
You can search for contacts and talkgroups using the search bar on the Contacts and Talkgroups window.
The search result shows the contacts that your corporate admin assigns within your corporation. To search,
select a tab and enter the name of the fleet member, phone number of the fleet member, talkgroup name,
broadcast group name, area talkgroup name, or my talkgroup name in the Search field. The list is filtered to
show matching entries.

You can add
the contacts or talkgroups that you contact most frequently in the Favorites tab. Favorites can help you to
access those contacts and talkgroups more quickly than searching in individual tabs.

The Contacts tab displays the contacts assigned from the Central Admin Tool. From the Contacts tab, you
can select a contact to call, send an alert, send a message, initiate a stream, ambient listen, discreet listen,
and locate a fleet member.

Click one of the following options from the Contacts tab:

Talkgroups Tab
The Talkgroups tab displays the talkgroups assigned from the Central Admin Tool. You can call, locate,
message, add a geofence, and delete a geofence, and view the affiliated members from the Talkgroups tab.
To display the Talkgroups tab window select the Talkgroups tab.

Click the talkgroup to select. To open the Members Pane, double-click the talkgroup. The Members Pane
displays the members of the talkgroup.
To close the Members Pane slider, press the ESC key or click the Close icon.

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● Locate icon to locate the talkgroup members on the map. You can also right-click the talkgroup and
mouse hover the Locate to select either Affiliated Members or All Members.

● Message icon to send a message (text, multimedia, and location) to the talkgroup members.
● Add Geofence to define and enable the Geofence to the talkgroup.
● Affiliated Members to view the members currently affiliated to the talkgroup. For more information, see

To sort the talkgroups or members alphabetically or in reverse alphabetical order, click the column header. By
default, the talkgroups or members are sorted by name in ascending order.
To search for a talkgroup, enter the talkgroup name in the Search field. The list of matching talkgroup names
displays. The result is a list of talkgroups with the search string matched partially or completely in the name.

Hovering the mouse cursor over the name of the talkgroup member displays the full name of the talkgroup.
NOTE: Sending an IPA to a talkgroup is not allowed.

Large Talkgroups
Dispatchers can be assigned a Large Talkgroup of up to 3000 members by the CAT Administrator. All
standard Dispatch operations like Calls, Alerts, Messaging, Location services are applicable for such
Talkgroups. The limitations are as follows:
● Only 250 members can be located at a time
● The member list for talkgroups displays 250 members

MCX Group
The MCX Groups are the very large talkgroups where up to 3000 members can be affiliated at a time. The
MCX groups are created in the Central Admin Tool and when assigned to the Dispatch, you can view the
groups in the Talkgroups tab. Double-clicking the talkgroup displays only affiliated members in the talkgroup.
When you locate an MCX group, only affiliated members are located on the map. You cannot track the
location history of an MCX group.

Talkgroup Affiliation
When user that affiliate to a talkgroup receive communication only on that group and not other regular
talkgroups. Communication includes PTT calls, Integrated Secure Messages, and live streaming video
sessions. Video call automatic late join is not supported for newly affiliating group members.

NOTE: Broadcast talkgroups do not support affiliation queries (all members are implicitly affiliated).
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Notifications
Notifications, such as Integrated Secure Messaging, Emergency, Operational Status Messaging, Missed
Call Alerts, Geofence Alerts, and more, are shown only for affiliated talkgroups and scanned talkgroups.
Notifications are not shown for non-affiliated talkgroups.
Emergency Call and alert is received for the scanned talkgroup (scanning is enabled) and selected talkgroup
or camped talkgroup. No emergency alerts and calls for non-affiliated talkgroups.
The following table shows feature interaction for PTT users with talkgroup affiliation.

Broadcast Groups Tab
The broadcast call feature allows you to make high-priority calls typically used for making important
announcements. The corporate admin assigns broadcast groups. Broadcast calls are one-way calls from
the broadcaster to broadcast group members. You can make broadcast calls to members of your broadcast
groups using the Broadcast Groups tab.
To display the broadcast groups, select the Broadcast Groups tab.

To place a broadcast group call, click the Call icon.

To sort the broadcast group alphabetically or in reverse alphabetical order, click the column title. By default,
the broadcast groups are sorted by name in ascending order.

The result is a list of
broadcast groups with the search string matched partially or completely in the name.

Broadcast group members do not display on the user interface. However, you can view the total number of
members in the broadcast group by hovering the mouse cursor over the broadcast group name.

Admin Tool, Dispatch waits for the call to be ended. The contact or talkgroup is deleted after completion
of the call with the deleted contact or talkgroup. There is no impact of deletion of contact or talkgroup
from the Central Admin Tool to the active call session.

My Talkgroups Tab
The My Talkgroups tab, you can manage and communicate with talkgroups that you create in the Dispatch.
My Talkgroups are talkgroups that you can create and manage yourself and they are for easy access.

NOTE: Corporate admin does not manage My Talkgroups.

5.6.1

Creating My Talkgroups
My Talkgroups are associated to your local Dispatch and connote be managed from the Central Admin Tool.

Procedure:
1. Select the fleet members from the Contacts tab.

NOTE: You cannot include LMR subscribers or Radio subscribers as members of the My
Talkgroup. If you select LMR subscribers or Radio subscribers, the following message displays:

The feature is only available for the
Dispatcher if it has been enabled by the Administrator.

You can use the virtual keyboard to dial the number.
You can search for contacts by entering the phone number of the fleet member in the input box and the
matching results display in the right section.

If the dialed number is not in the contact list, then recently dialed numbers are shown in the Recents section
with the phone number as the member name. If full Two way feature is enabled for the Dispatcher then Two
way call option displays on the Dialpad.

Number).

Depending on your dialpad configuration, you can click PTT Call or Two-way Call to initiate the call.
When dialed, the call will be initiated from My Calls window for Simultaneous session Dispatch or the Master
Call Window if its single session Dispatch.
You can redial the number from the Recents section.
To clear the recent history, click Clear All.

5.5

Area Talkgroup
Area talkgroups are the talkgroups that you create based on the geographical area and the dynamic
members. A dynamic member is a member whose active membership in the talkgroup depends on the
location of the member inside or outside the area talkgroup.
You can designate certain members to be static. The static member is always an active member of the
talkgroup regardless of their location. You can create talkgroups by selecting the 9.0 clients, which have area
talkgroup features enabled. The area talkgroup capable members show in the area talkgroup slider under the
Area Talkgroups tab. You can create a boundary and select the fleet members from the area talkgroup slider
to create an area talkgroup. Whenever fleet members enter or leave the defined talkgroup area, they either
become part of the area talkgroup or removed from the area talkgroup respectively.
The list of area talkgroups that you create and manage displays in the Area Talkgroup tab under the
Contacts and Talkgroups tab.
The list of area talkgroups that you do not create and manage, but you are one of the members of that area
talkgroup show under the Area Talkgroup tab in the Contacts and Talkgroups tab.
You can add or remove the fleet members and delete the area talkgroup anytime from the Dispatch. If you
are not an owner of the area talkgroup, then you cannot locate the area talkgroup members. You can start a
PTT call, send messages, and monitor the area talkgroups.
Area Talkgroups are configured system-wide by default. The maximum number of area talkgroups allowed
per group owner is 1-50 (default=10).

NOTE: The name of the area talkgroup provided by you should be unique across the system.

● Identity - Displays the name of the area talkgroup.

The Dispatch application allows PTT and two-way calls to fleet members and responds to the calls received
from the fleet members. If the Mission Critical feature is enabled for the dispatcher, the Dispatch supports
Simultaneous Session for the PTT call.
The two-way communication is a call where both ends of a call can speak and be heard by the other party
simultaneously. If the two-way communication is enabled for Dispatch, then you can make both two-way and
PTT calls. If the two-way call is disabled for Dispatch then you can make only PTT call. You cannot select and
add a two-way call to Call Activity Window. In manual commencement, you must wait for the fleet member
to accept the PTT call. The fleet member can choose to reject the call that you make. A different PTT call icon
is shown if the manual commencement is supported.
If Dispatch is enabled with Simultaneous Session, you can select multiple fleet members and talkgroups for
the PTT call. You can also configure the outputs to the different speakers and can control the volume of each
speaker individually.

● The Push-to-Talk button allows you to take the floor. The color of the button indicates whether the

● The name of the person speaking shows next to the name of the area talkgroup.

Recording Calls Always
Record Always allows you to record each call you join. All the calls you are a participant are recorded until
you switch back to Record Manually from the Settings tab. In Record Always mode, the following behavior is
observed for a call:

Integrated Secured Messaging
3GPP MCData compliant Integrated Secured Messaging allows you to send and receive secure text
messages, multimedia content, and location information to and from other fleet members contacts. You
can select a contact or talkgroup from any of these windows: Contacts and Talkgroups, Map Info, Map
Selection List, Alerts, Monitoring, Call Logs, and Alert Logs to send a message.
One-to-one messages provide the sender with confirmation that the content was delivered. Multimedia
content can include images, videos, audio messages, location, and documents. The content can be browsed
from the PC and sent as an attachment. You can send a prerecorded voice message (audio clip) from the
local PC or record-and-send (within Dispatch). When you send a voice message, you can record, preview,
rerecord, erase, and send the voice message.
Location messages allow you or a fleet member to send and receive location information. You can select the
location pin icon to share the location or search for any address or any point of interest on the Google Maps
or ESRI Online Map and share it with the fleet members. Also, you can view the received location of the fleet
member.
A notification displays whenever you receive a message. You can delete or forward the message to another
fleet member. The number of unattended messages is shown with a badge on the message icon next to
the contact or talkgroup in the Contacts and Talkgroups window, header of the Message tab and on each
conversation history. You can search for the messages by date, name, or part of conversation text in the
search area of the message. You can browse or drag and drop any multimedia file from the local drive into
the message window of a contact or talkgroup. You can preview and add additional text with the attachment
before sending it to the fleet members. You can send text messages to ASTRO & Dimetra Radios.

Users with Talkgroup Affiliation
Users with group affiliation receive secure text messages from a group only while affiliated to the group.
Delivery of messages while offline does not apply for talkgroup messages for those users. See Talkgroup
Affiliation section in Talkgroups Tab on page 72 for more details.

NOTE: The notification time for messages to be delivered may vary depending on the service provider.
The time a multimedia message is available for download is set by the service provider.

Multimedia content can include text, images, videos, voice, and files. Location messages allow you to send
and receive location information.

NOTE: User can send messages to other users if you have the feature enabled. However, your
administrator may disable your ability to send and receive text, text and multimedia, or location
messages.
The network operator may not allow a user to save any incoming message attachments to the local
device memory; therefore, the SAVE button would not be visible.

When you send messages, you see the status of the message. The message status shows one of the
following:
Pending

Indicates that the message is waiting to be sent. Any messages that are created while the network
connection is not available are preserved until the network connection is restored and then sent.
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Sent
Indicates that the message was sent from your device.

Delivered
For 1:1 messages only, indicates that the message was delivered to the recipient. This status does not
mean that the user downloaded any multimedia, however 3GPP MCData messaging marks messages as
delivered when multimedia attachment is downloaded.

Failed
Indicates that the message could not be sent. This failure can happen if the recipient is not allowed to
receive messages or if there was a problem sending the message from your device.

NOTE: There is no delivery status for talkgroup messages.

Alerts
Alerts can be a request from a fleet member for a call or a notification that you missed an incoming PTT call
or a geofence alertor status alert. Alerts display in the Alerts window. Alerts also have a status (Attended,
Unattended, Parked, or Complete). You can sort the alerts by the Name of the Sender, Time, Call Type, Type,
or Initiator by clicking the column label. By default, the alerts are sorted by time. The number of unattended
alerts are shown with a badge-in the header of the Alerts tabs.

Instant Personal Alert (IPA)
An Instant Personal Alert (IPA) is a way for a fleet member to ask for a call-back from you or vice versa. An
IPA is especially useful if the fleet member you want to call has a presence status of Do Not Disturb.
Sending an Alert
Select the fleet member from any of the windows. Click the IPA icon.
When the IPA is sent, a message appears at the bottom right-hand part of the screen with the status displays
“Success.”

NOTE: IPAs can be sent to only one contact at a time. You cannot send an IPA to a talkgroup.

Receiving an Alert
Whenever you receive an Instant Personal Alert, it shows in the Alerts window with the IPA icon next to the
name of the sender.

Missed Call Alerts
A missed call alert displays when you do not receive an incoming PTT call.
One-to-one Missed Call Alert
When you miss a one-to-one call, a missed call alert displays in the Alerts window. An icon ahead of the
name of the caller indicates missed call:

From the missed call alert, you can originate a call.
Talkgroup Missed Call Alert
Whenever a talkgroup call completes with you as a member of the talkgroup (except when you are camped
on one), without you actively participating in that talkgroup call, a missed call alert is provided in the Alerts
window. An icon ahead of the name of the talkgroup indicates the missed call.
From the missed call alert, you can originate a call to the talkgroup or the initiator of the call in that talkgroup.

NOTE: You do not receive any talkgroup missed call alerts when monitor talkgroup status is Monitor
Only or Talkgroup Group Scanning mode is off.

The following screen shows an example of a missed talkgroup call where a row with name Cab_North is the
missed talkgroup call:

Quick Group Missed Call Alert
Whenever an incoming Quick Talkgroup Call ends with you as a member of that quick talkgroup without you
actively participating in it, a missed call alert is provided in the Alerts window. An icon ahead of the name of
the talkgroup indicates the missed call. The name of the originator is shown in the name column.
The screen below shows an example of a missed Quick Talkgroup Call, where the row with name “Michael
George” is a missed Quick Talkgroup Call.

Operational Status Messaging (OSM)
The status alert notifies you the status of their fleet members such as on-duty, on-route, busy, at-incident,
off-duty, and can contain a short message of the status.
The fleet member manually sends their quick status from the list of preconfigured messages stored in their
device. Status alert shows in the Status Alert tab along with the toast message whenever you receive a
status alert from fleet members.

Hovering the mouse on the status column shows the information of the status. You can also click the More
icon associated with the status alert to view status message details.

Locate

alert, all the members of the talkgroup are located.

Call
Helps you to call the fleet member or talkgroup after you receive IPA. To call from the alerts tab:
Select the alert, right-click, and click Call.

Instant Personal Alert
Helps you send an IPA to the fleet member. An acknowledgment displays on the Dispatch. To send an IPA
from the Alerts tab:
Select the alert, right-click, and click IPA.

Message
Helps you send a message to the fleet members. To send a message from the Alerts tab:
Select the alert, right-click, and click Message.
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Parked
Helps you to specifically assign the alert to parked status. If you are busy with some other activity and
want to flag the alert for later, you would typically do this action.

Completed
If you have finished responding to an alert, this action helps you to complete the alert. This action moves
the alert to the alert logs.

NOTE: You cannot send an Instant Personal Alert to talkgroup missed call alerts. Also, you cannot
locate the Broadcast group.

When you respond to an alert with an Instant Personal Alert (IPA) or call, the status of alert becomes
“Attended” as shown here:

When you do not respond to the alert, a toast message reminds you to take the necessary action. The
status of the alert shows “Expiring” as here:
Figure 113: Expiring Status Alert Window

When you do not act on the alert before the expiry of configured alert reminder, the status of the alert
becomes “Expired” as shown here:
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Figure 114: Expired Status Alert Window

NOTE: The status of an alert does not change when you use the locate operation.

To move an alert to the alert logs history, select the Completed icon.
Each alert in the Alerts window has an action status associated with it. The action status helps you
determine which alerts have been acted upon and which ones are pending a response. The following icon
indicates the status of an alert. To change the status of the alert, select the alert, right-click, and select the
status.

Unattended
Indicates you have a pending (unattended) alert.

Attended
Appears when you call or send an IPA in response to the alert.

Parked
Appears when you specifically assign a parked status. If you are busy with some other activity and want to
flag the alert for later, you would typically do this action.

Completed
After you finish responding to an alert you can complete the alert. This action moves the alert to the alert
logs.

NOTE: From each of the alerts tab, except Parked, alerts are moved to the logs as per the duration
set by the dispatcher in the Alerts section of the Settings tab. You can choose the tones or disable
the tones for all alerts under the Tones and Notifications header on the Settings. For more
information, refer to the Tones Settings on page 230 section in this document.

Actions for Multiple Selected Alerts
You can also respond to multiple alerts from the Alerts window. To select multiple alerts, press either
the Shift key or the CTRL key on your keyboard and click the alerts you want to select. When selecting
multiple alerts, you can right-click to choose the action status of Parked or Completed.

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Parked
Appears when you specifically assign a parked status. If you are busy with some other activity and want
to flag the alert for later, you would typically do this action.

This
action moves the alert to the alert logs.

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Chapter 11

Monitoring Talkgroups
Dispatch allows you to monitor up to 20 talkgroups. If a talkgroup call is active when monitoring, you can see
call activity on monitored talkgroups and optionally join a talkgroup call. Monitoring talkgroups is helpful when
you want to be aware of the call activity on specific talkgroups but do not want to participate immediately.
Talkgroups mentioned in the following sections include both talkgroups and area talkgroups.
Once the call in a monitored talkgroup ends, the identity of the last caller is shown on that talkgroup. You can
choose the input and output device on each monitored talkgroup separately from the drop-down.

NOTE: If Simultaneous Session is enabled on Dispatch, then you can monitor up to 20 talkgroups
simultaneously and can listen to all the ongoing monitoring calls at a time. For more information, refer to 
Simultaneous Session (Optional) on page 156.
NOTE: Broadcast groups cannot be monitored.

11.1

Available Actions on a Monitored Talkgroup
See the following steps on monitored talkgroup available actions:
● Adding a Talkgroup to a Monitored Talkgroup Activity.
● Removing a Talkgroup from the Monitored Talkgroup Activity Window.
● Replacing a Talkgroup from the Monitored Talkgroup Activity Window.

Procedure:
Adding a Talkgroup to a Monitored Talkgroup Activity
1. Click the Talkgroups or Area Talkgroup tab in the Contacts and Talkgroups window.
2. Choose the talkgroup you want to monitor and click the talkgroup name.

4. Right-click on the talkgroup and select Remove.

NOTE: You can remove a talkgroup from a monitored list only if there is no call-in progress for
that talkgroup. A scanned talkgroup cannot be removed.

Replacing a Talkgroup from the Monitored Talkgroup Activity Window
5. Drag and drop a new Talkgroup from the Talkgroups or Area Talkgroup tab onto the existing

Monitored window. A confirmation message appears Do you want to replace the existing
monitoring talkgroup?:

● Click Yes to replace the existing monitored talkgroup with the new talkgroup.
● Click NO to cancel.

NOTE: Irrespective of whether scanning mode is on or off, scanned talkgroups cannot be
replaced. You can replace a monitored talkgroup if there is no call-in progress for that talkgroup.

Actions on a Created Monitored Talkgroup
The following actions are available in the Monitoring Window.

If no Dispatcher has joined Active Talkgroup
When an incoming call starts in a monitored talkgroup, a yellow solid bar on the left of the monitored
talkgroup area is shown to indicate that an incoming call has started. A No Dispatcher in the Call 
icon indicates that you or another dispatcher has not yet joined the call. Right-click on the name of the
talkgroup allows you to locate, send a message, or remove talkgroup from the Monitoring Window, or
Affiliated Members to view the members affiliated to the talkgroup. The name of the talker shows next to the
Dispatcher icon.
If another Dispatcher joins the Active Talkgroup
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If a call is already started and a dispatcher, other than you, joins the active call, then the Dispatcher  icons
are enabled to indicate that another dispatcher joined the call. Right-click on the talkgroup to locate or send
a message. The dispatcher information icon enables, which shows you the total dispatchers in that talkgroup,
the dispatchers on call and the last refreshed time.
Joining an Active Talkgroup

If the call is already started, you can join the call by clicking the  icon. The solid bar on the left of the
monitored talkgroup area turns from yellow to red. The dispatcher information  icon enables you to show
you the total number of dispatchers in that talkgroup, the dispatchers on call and the last refreshed time.
During the call, use the Call Activity Window or Monitoring Window icons. Right-click on the talkgroup
allows you to do one of the following:
● End Call

Select to end the ongoing call.
● Add to Selection

Select to add the talkgroup for a simultaneous session call.
● Locate

Select to locate the talkgroup members.
● Message

Select to send a message to the talkgroup.
● Audio Settings

Select to control the audio output setting for the talkgroup. You can configure the output to a specific
speaker or an accessory and can control the voice output volume.

● Show Dispatcher Status
Select to view the dispatchers joined in the ongoing monitored talkgroup call.

● Remove
Select to remove the talkgroup from the Monitoring Window.

● Affiliated Members
Select to view the members currently affiliated to the monitored talkgroup.

Placing a Call to a Non-active Talkgroup
You can call a monitored talkgroup not currently on a call by clicking the Call icon. The solid bar on the left of
the monitored talkgroup changes to red.
Silent Rejoin
If a prearranged talkgroup call is already in progress, then the floor is not given to you automatically from
Alert, Contacts and Talkgroups, Monitoring, Alert Logs, or from the Call Logs window. You can join the
call silently and then take the floor.

NOTE: If you re-login or due to network fluctuations there may not be an indication of an ongoing call.

Chapter 12

Simultaneous Session (Optional)
NOTE: Video live streams are not recorded in Dispatch, even if the voice recording feature is enabled
for PTT calls.

The Simultaneous Sessions is an optional feature for the Dispatch. The Simultaneous Sessions allows a
dispatcher to monitor up to 20 talkgroups simultaneously, if the affiliation feature is disabled. A separate
audio and video controls is provided for each monitored talkgroup with independent transmit and receive
permissions. Also, up to five more dynamic sessions are available to allow for incoming and outgoing private,
broadcast, quick group, ambient listening, discreet listening, and any calls that are not part of the Monitoring
window. You can select multiple talkgroups from the Monitoring window and or fleet members from the My
Calls window and transmit voice by using the Call icon. The voice is transmitted to all the selected talkgroups
and or fleet members. You cannot monitor My Talkgroup and Broadcast groups. If all dynamic sessions on
My Call are busy, then you cannot call or receive a new call until all the calls in My Calls end. Call in
progress indication, along with talker identification, is shown for each simultaneous session.
Dispatch supports up to 5 video streams simultaneously. Dispatch User can move each streamed video
window to a different screen. Dispatch Users can receive multiple videos on each affiliated group if the
affiliation feature is enabled. If affiliation is disabled, an indication of an in-progress video session on
monitored groups is provided. Dispatch User can pop out a particular session and expand to full screen.
Users can drop and rejoin any of the active streaming video sessions.
Figure 121: Simultaneous Session-Audio and Mic Controls

The simultaneous session allows the dispatcher to choose the input microphone, mute, unmute, and control
the volume for each monitored talkgroup and contact independently. You can also choose the global audio
settings to control the volume and microphone for the all the talkgroups and contacts in the Monitoring
and My Calls window. Changing the volume and input microphone in the global audio settings affects all
the talkgroups and contacts. If you want to use a specific microphone and speaker for all the selected
talkgroups and/or contacts, then configure the microphone and speaker in selected under the Monitoring
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and/or My Calls Audio Settings. For unselected talkgroups and contacts configure the Default microphone
and speaker.

12.1

Initiating Multi-session Calls
You can initiate multi-session calls for the contacts, talkgroups, or both at a time from Dispatch.

Prerequisites: To manage multiple calls at the same time, ensure that the contacts and/or talkgroups are in
the My Calls and/or Monitoring Window.

Procedure:
1. Right-click the contact and/or talkgroup name and select Add to selection. You can also use the

CTRL+Left click to select the contacts and/or talkgroups.

2. The Call Activity Window displays all the contacts and/or talkgroups that you select.
3. To make a PTT call and transmit voice, click the Call icon in the Call Activity Window.

Result: The following information displays in the Call Activity Window:
● The Push to Talk button allows you to take the floor. The color of the button indicates whether the floor is

free (border and PTT icon white), you are talking (PTT icon black), or someone else is talking (only border
and PTT icon blue).

● The yellow solid bar on the left turns yellow in the respective talker window and Call Activity window.
When you take the floor, the solid bar on the left turns red on the respective monitored talkgroup call and
My Calls Window and Call Activity Window.

● The name of the selected contacts and/or talkgroups shows on the bottom left.
● The name of the person speaking shows next to the name of the talkgroup.
● The Record button can be used to record the call.
● An Audio Control icon in each talkgroup and one-to-one call in the Monitoring and My Calls Window to

control the call volume. You can also choose the voice output of the calls to a different speaker from the
Audio Control icon.

● A Speaker icon for each call to mute the voice output in the Call Activity, Monitoring, and My Calls
Window.

● To deselect the talkgroups or contact, right-click the name and select Remove Selection.
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Chapter 13

Talkgroup Scanning (Without
Simultaneous Session)
The Talkgroup Scanning feature allows you to scan through a list of talkgroups and area talkgroups for calls.
In PTT call mode, the calls that you originate are not preempted. The calls that you do not originate
are preempted only after the floor is released. The higher-priority talkgroup calls take precedence over
lower-priority talkgroup calls. The talkgroups that are not in the scan lists do not override an on-going call.
A missed call alert is received for every unanswered call including the one with the lower-priority scan call.
If Affiliation feature is enabled on the Dispatch, then you do not receive talkgroup missed call alerts from
the unaffiliated talkgroups. Talkgroups mentioned in the following sections include both talkgroups and area
talkgroups.

NOTE: If the Simultaneous Session is enabled on the Dispatch, then you cannot see the Talkgroup
Scanning option. For more information, refer to Simultaneous Session (Optional) on page 156.

Setting the Talkgroup Priority
Procedure:

Once you have added at least one talkgroup in a Monitoring Window and selected the priority level, you
can do one of the following:
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● Slide the Talkgroup Scanning Slider icon to set the Talkgroup Scanning priority for that talkgroup.
● Select priority 1-10 (depending on the configuration) for the talkgroup.
● Select the Normal Priority option.

When you select a talkgroup priority, the Set Talkgroup Priority icon changes to indicate that Talkgroup
Scanning is enabled for that talkgroup and it shows the scanning priority that you selected to the right of
the icon.

Result: You can add or remove the talkgroups from a scan list or change the priority on the talk talkgroups in
the scan list while on a call. Any changes you make during the call are applied once the call ends.

13.2

Enabling Talkgroup Scanning for a Talkgroup
Procedure:

1. Once you have selected the priority level for your talkgroups, click the Talkgroup Scanning Slider
icon to turn on Talkgroup Scanning for your monitored talkgroups.
The Talkgroup Scanning icon changes to indicate that Talkgroup Scanning is enabled for that
talkgroup and the Talkgroup Scanning Priority icon in the Monitoring window changes to show the
scanning priority that you selected for that talkgroup.

That means the talkgroup is being
monitored but not scanned.

2. The Dispatcher icon is enabled when the first dispatcher joins the call and disabled again when the
last dispatcher leaves the call, or no dispatcher is on the call. The details in the tray also show the last
refreshed date and time. To refresh the dispatcher list, click the Refresh button on the tray.

Supervisory Override
Supervisory override allows you to take the floor and speak at any time during a call, even if someone else
is speaking. When you take the floor while someone else is speaking, the floor is revoked from the fleet
member and given to you. As a dispatcher, you have Supervisory Override capability by default, unlike some
other clients where corporate admin may assign the supervisory override to them.

NOTE: There may be a delay of 0 to 10 seconds before you get to the floor and you can hear a floor
busy tone during that time. You can use supervisory override rights during any call you are participating
in including a one-to-one call.
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Chapter 15

Maps Services
Depending on the server configuration, Dispatch uses Google or ESRI map service to display the location of
fleet members on the map. Dispatch supports locating LMR (ASTRO and DIMETRA only) users. ASTRO and
DIMETRA users are added as contacts and show in the contact list under the Contacts tab.

NOTE: ESRI map is not supported in Microsoft Edge.

NOTE: To get the location information for a fleet member, the Location feature must be enabled on the
device of the fleet member. Also, the fleet member must be listed in the contact list.

When signing in to Dispatch for the first time, no contacts are on the map. Locate contacts using the steps in
Locate Fleet Members on page 162. The next time you sign in, you can see the last located contacts on the
map before exiting or signing out.

The Map Information window shows the name, phone number, refresh intervals, refresh duration, a
complete address of the nearest location of the member, latitude, longitude of that location, refresh stop
time, talkgroups, and the time of the last location update.
Observe the time stamp when the location update was last initiated for the selected fleet member.

Tab Field Description

General Name Displays the name of the device.

Phone Number Displays the phone number (PTT ID) of the device.
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Tab Field Description

Near Location Displays the nearest location of the device, including street
address, city, state, and country. This information is a best
guess based on the reported location and can be affected
by the accuracy of the location fix.

Talkgroup Displays the talkgroup associated with the device.

Accuracy Displays the reported accuracy of the device location with a
circle on the map. The accuracy provides a guide that the
user’s actual location can be anywhere within the accuracy
circle. Accuracy is measured by the location circle radius
in meters. The smaller the radius, the more accurate is the
location of the user. The location radius is derived from the
location metadata of the client device.

Vertical Accuracy Displays the Vertical Accuracy of the device from the last
reported location. Similar to location accuracy, vertical accu-
racy indicates a range within which the user was expected
to be at the time of the report.

Emergency Displays true or false based on the Emergency status of the
user.

Distance from the last fixed Displays the distance from the last fixed location of the de-
vice from the last reported location.

Distance Horizontal Displays the horizontal distance of the device from the last
reported location.

Last Refresh At Displays the last time the location of the device was refresh-
ed.

Refresh stop time Displays the time when periodic location refresh will expire.

Others Device Type Displays the device type.

Satellite Number Displays the satellite number if available.

Satellites Visible Displays if the satellite is visible if available.

Velocity/Speed Horizon Displays the velocity or speed horizon if available.

Satellites Acquired/Track Displays the satellite acquired or tracks if available.

Velocity based on Delta Displays the satellite velocity based on delta if available.

Satellite in Position Fix Displays the satellite fixed position if available.

Confidence Percentage Displays the confidence percentage if available.

Carrier-to-noise density Displays the carrier to noise density if available.

Dilution of precision Displays the dilution of precision if available.

To request the most up to date location of a fleet member, it is necessary that the fleet member is on the map
first.

15.5.1

Performing a One Time Location Update of a Fleet
Member
A one time location refresh can be done to refresh the location of the fleet members on the Map.

Periodic Location Update
Periodic location update provides the location information of fleet members listed under contacts on your
demand at a set interval or distances.
The On-demand location settings enable you to set the frequency, time period, distance cadence, and throttle
time for distance updates of a contact and talkgroup. For example, you can set a contact or talkgroup to
update every 5 minutes for 2 hours or when the members move a distance more than 100 meters. The
throttle time setting is used when the fleet member is moving fast and the location updates would be too
frequent, which can discharge the handset battery of the fleet member. For example, if you set the throttle
time to 60 seconds, then the fleet member waits for 60 seconds to publish the latest location due to change
in distance after the last published location (depending on the location update interval setting) irrespective of
whether the fleet member is moving fast or slow.

NOTE: Reducing the location reporting interval to a lower value impacts the data consumption and
battery usage on the device.

15.6.1

Starting a Periodic Location Update of a Fleet Member
You can perform a periodic location refresh for the fleet member at a specific interval.

When and where to use:
NOTE: Ensure that you verify the interval, duration, cadence, and throttle time values set at the on-
demand location settings section from the Location setting that appears under the Settings tab.

To start a periodic location update for a fleet member, follow these steps:

Procedure:
1. Click the Contacts tab from the Contacts and Talkgroups window.
2. Select a contact by clicking the checkbox next to the name of the fleet member.

3. To locate the selected fleet member on the map, click the Locate icon. When the fleet member is
located on the map, a marker  displays at the current location of the fleet member.

Zoom In and Out on a Map
The map view on the Dispatch screen can be maximized (zoom-in) or minimized (zoom-out). This feature
works only when the Auto Track feature is disabled.
To find the Zoom-in/Zoom-out options along with the Map Center icon, right-click again on the same location.
● Selecting the Zoom-in option increases the map zoom view by two steps only.
● Selecting the Zoom-out option decreases the map zoom view by two steps only.
Select the Zoom-in or Zoom-out options as required to maximize/minimize the view of a particular location on
the Map window.

Forty-five Degree View
The Google Maps API supports special 45° imagery for certain locations. This high-resolution imagery
provides perspective views towards each of the cardinal directions (North, South, East, and West). These
images are available at higher zoom levels for supported map types.
The existing SATELLITE and HYBRID map types support 45° perspective imagery at high zoom levels
(where available). If you zoom into a location for which such imagery exists, these map types automatically
alter their views.
Google adds 45° Imagery for new cities on an ongoing basis. The supported cities are available at “45°
imagery on Google Maps.” Upon selecting one of these cities as a location, the 45-degree view is enabled
automatically at a higher zoom level.

NOTE: ESRI maps do not support forty-five degree feature.

Street View
The Street View icon turns to an orange color in supported cities. To view the Street View mode, click and

NOTE: Overlapping of map markers is not supported in ESRI maps.

Location History
The Location History feature helps you track the path, which a fleet member has traversed on the map for a
specific duration. You can select the fleet member and the duration for which you want to track the path. The
path traversed is shown on the map with Start and End icon for each of the selected fleet members with a
color associated with the selected member.
If the fleet member takes a route other than the route found by the map service provider, then the path
traversed is shown as a dotted line. For example, if the fleet member travels from Houston to Dallas by road
and Dallas to Chicago by air then the path traversed on the map is shown as roadways from Houston to
Dallas and dotted line from Dallas to Chicago.

NOTE: Displaying location history is supported only if Google maps is selected in the location settings
in Dispatch. In ESRI Maps Location History path is not applicable.

Tracking the Path of a Fleet Member on the Map

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Chapter 17

Geofence
In addition to location services, you can define a virtual boundary, popularly known as a Geofence, to monitor
location activity for all talkgroup members. A Geofence is circular in shape, and is set using a distance from
the fence center. Geofence is a static fence type. A static geofence has a fixed location on the map as
the fence center. Once you define and enable the geofence, you can see it overlaid on the map with the
talkgroup member’s location. When any talkgroup member crosses the fence, then Dispatch sends a fence
cross notification to that talkgroup member as well as you for the location activity. When you select any
talkgroup from the Contacts and Talkgroups Window and select the geofence option, a fence is enabled for
that talkgroup. When you create a geofence for an MCX group, only the affiliated members are notified for the
fence.

NOTE: To create a geofence for an MCX group, the group must be monitored in the Monitoring
window.
NOTE: Remove the MCX group from the Monitoring window before deleting the fence.

The fence period, fence distance, and location update interval depend on the values set in the map settings.
For more information, refer to Location Settings on page 238. You can define the fence period, location
update interval, notify me, and notify members from the Create Fence Window while creating the fence for
the talkgroup.

● Fence Cross Notification will alert the user when the enter the Geofence.
● Play a Tone will prompt you to select a tone type from three options:

○ Blast
○ Emergency
○ Evacuation

NOTE: See Key Features on page 26 for more information on tones.

● Location Update Interval- If required, modify the frequency of location reporting of the fleet
member assigned to the fence.

● Fence Period- If required, modify the duration of the fence for the talkgroup.
● Distance- Allows you to configure the distance cadence and throttle time of the fence for the

talkgroup. Select the check box to enable the fields editable. Minimum and maximum distance for
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the Cadence is 20 to 5000 meters. For the Throttle Time, the minimum and maximum value is 5 to
900 seconds.

● Notify Me- Clear the checkbox if you do not want to receive the cross-fence notification.
● Notify Members- Clear the checkbox if you do not want the fleet members to receive the cross-

fence notification.
● Add Fence to Favorites- Select the checkbox if you want to add the fence to the Favorites for

Affiliation (Optional)
If the Affiliation feature is enabled for Dispatch, then you can Affiliate to a set of communication events for
a specific talkgroup by adding the talkgroup to the Monitoring window. If Affiliation is disabled, then you
can Affiliate to a set of communication events by adding talkgroups to the Monitoring window and assigning
priority (Priority 1 to 3 or No Priority). There is no change in the interaction behavior for members, where the
affiliation feature is disabled.

NOTE: For the non-simultaneous sessions, if you select the talkgroup to Monitor Only then the
talkgroup is not an affiliated talkgroup.
NOTE: Broadcast groups do not support affiliation features. The maximum number of talkgroups that
can be monitored for affiliation is configurable: (0 to 100; default is 25). The number of monitored
talkgroups are less than or equal to the configured number of affiliation monitoring talkgroups.

The Affiliation Monitoring allows you to view the affiliated member list dynamically on a talkgroup or affiliated
talkgroup for a contact.
With the Affiliation Monitoring, you can request to show the affiliated member list for a talkgroup or affiliated
talkgroup list for a contact. When you do affiliation monitoring for a talkgroup, a Scanned and Selected icon
shows on the profile of the member to identify the scanned and selected member of the talkgroup. A member
in an emergency icon shows if the selected member of the talkgroup is in an emergency. You can view which
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talkgroups a particular fleet member is affiliated to. You are authorized only for affiliation monitoring to your
contacts and talkgroups. You receive a notification on any change in the affiliation of members to an affiliation
monitored talkgroup. Mission Critical users, which are provisioned with the Affiliation feature can affiliate to
all services. The services or events include Call, Messaging, Operational Status Messaging, Location, and
Video. The user with the affiliation features can be affiliated to the CAT assigned and Area-Based talkgroups.

18.3.1

Viewing Affiliated Talkgroups or Members in a Talkgroup
If the Affiliation feature is enabled for Dispatch, then you can view the affiliated talkgroups or the members
affiliated in a talkgroup.

Procedure:
1. From the Contacts and talkgroups tab, select the talkgroup.
2. Right-click the talkgroup and select Affiliated Members.
3. If the talkgroup is on the Monitoring Window then click the Affiliated Member List icon in that

talkgroup.
An Affiliated Members Window displays with the members count with the affiliated members list.
If the member is scanned in the talkgroup, then a Scanned icon shows in the profile of the member. If
the member is affiliated to the talkgroup then a Selected icon shows in the profile of the member.
If you have located the talkgroups on the map, then you can view the affiliated, unaffiliated or all the
located members on the map from the Map Selection List Window.

4. In the Talkgroups tab under the Map Selection List Window, select either All, Affiliated or Non-
Affiliated from the drop-down to show the respective fleet members on the map.

18.4

Remote Group Affiliation (Optional)
The Remote Talkgroup Select allows you to affiliate a member of a talkgroup from Dispatch (user with
affiliation feature enabled). Dispatch with remote group affiliation feature is authorized to do remote group
affiliation for all Dispatch contacts with affiliation feature and to the talkgroups.
Dispatch shows a notification when you change the affiliation of talkgroups for a member. If a contact is
temporarily not reachable, offline, or in an emergency state, then you receive a failure notification. Upon
changing the selected talkgroup of a contact, the contact starts receiving audio from the selected talkgroup
whenever there is an active communication ongoing in the talkgroup. If the contact is in an active PTT call on
any selected talkgroup, then the PTT call ends for the contact, and the contact is forced to go to the selected
talkgroup that you select.

NOTE: Dispatch cannot display the name of the talkgroup for an affiliated talkgroup of its contacts if
Dispatch is not a member of the talkgroup.
You cannot do remote group affiliation for Broadcast, My Talkgroup, and Area Talkgroup.
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Chapter 19

Video Streaming (Optional)
Video streaming allows you to receive video streams from fleet members who have devices capable of video
streaming. Dispatch supports two types of video streaming: Video Push and Video Pull.

NOTE: Video live streams are not recorded in Dispatch, even if the voice recording feature is enabled
for PTT calls.

● Video Push
The video stream is received from the contact or fleet member and the dispatcher has an option to
manually accept or auto accept the incoming video based on the Dispatch settings. The video stream can
be received from a contact or talkgroup.

● Video Pull
If you are an authorized user to a contact, then you can remotely request a streaming video from a
contact. The video pull request can be of two types:
○ Confirmed Video Pull (Request)

The video stream starts only after the confirmation of the recipient or contact.
○ Unconfirmed Video Pull (Demand)

The video stream, which starts on the handset device of the recipient automatically without
acceptance from the recipient.

Once video streaming starts, the video is viewed in a separate floating window on your Dispatch browser tab.
You can drag the block anywhere within the Dispatch browser tab as desired.

Video streaming
works only when you sign in to Dispatch in Chrome or Firefox browser.

Initiating a Video Stream (Video Stream Pull)
Procedure:

When you receive an incoming video call (one-to-one or talkgroup call by a member), the call shows either in
the Monitoring Window (if the talkgroup is being monitored) or with a toast message (in case of one-to-one
or talkgroup). Depending on the settings, you can answer the call in two ways:
● Polite Answer

You can choose either to accept or reject the received video session request.
● Auto Answer

The incoming video session request is automatically accepted and played. No selection is available for
you to choose.

Initiating a Talkgroup (When Not Monitored) or One-to-
one Video Call
When a fleet member in a talkgroup initiate a video stream, a notification alert is shown in the Dispatch.

When and where to use: To join the received video call, follow these steps:

notification displays.

Emergency (Optional)
Emergency feature allows you to declare an emergency on behalf of a fleet member and participate in the
emergency call to provide needed assistance you can initiate an emergency on behalf of the fleet member
and participate in case of any life-threatening situation. Emergency calls in nature are always the highest
priority then any other PTT call and preempt any ongoing call except another ongoing emergency call. You
can select the fleet member (target user) and initiate an emergency directly or can do a user check before
initiating an emergency from the User Check Window.
If an emergency state is declared and you are a participant of the emergency destinations, then
an emergency alert shows under the Emergency Alerts tab. Depending on the Central Admin Tool
configuration, you receive an alert and an emergency call. You can see the other dispatcher participants
in the emergency call. If you are on another ongoing PTT, broadcast, or scanned talkgroup call, and an
emergency call starts, the emergency call barges in, and you join that emergency call. If you are already
on an emergency call and you receive a new emergency call, then the new emergency call shows under
the Emergency Alert tab. You can end the ongoing emergency leg of the call for itself and join another
emergency call. You can cancel the emergency for the fleet member. Select the reason for the emergency
cancellation by marking if the emergency declared is False or Valid.
Multiple fleet members on the same talkgroup can be in an emergency state simultaneously. When a fleet
member initiates an emergency to a talkgroup that is already in an emergency, an alert is received in the
Emergency Alerts Window. Talkgroup stays in an emergency until the last member on talkgroup in the
emergency state cancels the emergency. If needed, you can also cancel the emergency for an individual
member in the talkgroup.

If you have joined the emergency, then the indicator turns to Dispatcher Joined
Emergency. A no dispatcher in call No Dispatcher in Call or Dispatcher on Call icon on the alert shows
that the dispatcher joined the emergency. You can click the Dispatcher Member List icon to view the
dispatchers who joined the emergency.

User Monitoring (Optional)
The User monitoring allows you to collect information related to the fleet member who is not responding to
calls, IPAs, or messages. After evaluating the provided information, you can take necessary actions.
User monitoring proves you take the following actions:
● User Check - User check allows you to view the details of the fleet member and their device.
● Ambient Listen - Ambient Listening allows you to activate the device mic of the fleet member remotely to

listen to the surroundings without knowing them and take necessary actions like remote emergency and
enable or disable the device of the member.
The duration of the ambient listening depends on the server configuration (Minimum: 1 min or 60 secs,
Maximum: 1440 min or 86,400 sec, Default: 60 min or 3600 secs). The ambient listening is interrupted if
you receive an emergency call or the fleet member (target user) makes or receives a PTT call on their
device. Once the emergency or call on the device of the fleet member device ends then, the ambient
listening is reconnected automatically until the maximum duration of the ambient listening call is expired
or you choose to end the call. The ambient listening is recorded and when it ends, the recording is
created and automatically stored in the call history. You can click the More icon in the User Check
window and select to do the Ambient Listen from the User Check window or can do the ambient listen as
mentioned.

● Discreet Listen - Discreet listening allows you to listen to any call to and from the member that you
select without knowing them. You can listen to the conversations on devices of the fleet member. The
discreet listening records and when it ends, the recording is created and automatically stored in the call
history under Call Logs. You can click the More icon in the User Check Window and select to do the
Discreet Listen or can do the discreet listen as mentioned. The Discreet Listening start shows in the
My Calls or Call Activity Window for the Dispatch with or without Simultaneous Session respectively. If
target user enters or participates in to an emergency call on a talkgroup, then authorized user can also do
discreet listen and monitor those calls.

● Disable or Enable the fleet member - You can disable or enable the device of the fleet member
remotely. Once disabled, you cannot make PTT calls and send messages to that fleet member. The fleet
member shows as disabled in the Dispatch. If needed, you can enable the fleet member later.

Activating a User Check
The User check allows you to view the details of the fleet member and their device.

Procedure:
1. From the Contacts and Talkgroups Window, select the fleet member for whom you want to do the

user check.

LMR and Data Group Text Messaging
The ASTRO APX Radio, DIMETRA Radio users, and APX Next users are created in Central Admin Tool and,
when assigned, it shows under the contact list. A Datagroup is created on the UGW portal or by an external
application using the UGW APIs. Typical use cases include the creation of groups for incident management
purposes by an external application. These are groups created Adhoc where members can be LMR Radio
users and or WAVE PTX users. The Datagroup tab shows under the Contacts and Talkgroups tab for the
Dispatch when Datagroup type users are assigned to the dispatcher.

Sending Message to an LMR Radios and Data
Groups
You can send PTX or PTX with attachments to the Data Groups. You can only send PTX messages to LMR
Radios. Any PTX attachments sent to the Data Group having LMR Radios and WAVE PTX users will be
filtered and sent only to WAVE PTX users.

The
presence indicator displays next to the name of each of your contacts.
Likewise, you can change your availability on Dispatch to Do Not Disturb and Online.

The presence of a contact is indicated by an icon next to the name of each contact in the Contacts List. The
following screenshot shows an example:

Area Talkgroup Alert

Allows you to create a talkgroup with fleet members on the map, call, and send messages (text, image,
video, document, and location) to the area talkgroups.

Attention
This tone is played when Error notification or when you must pay attention to the task bar notification
pop-up indicating an operation status.
For example, Sending an IPA to an offline fleet member has failed.

Blast Tone
The tone is played to indicate when a user needs to be notified to evacuate any mining site or any area
that is within a geofence. This tone has the lowest priority level and can be escalated to Emergency and

Call Suspension/Call Reconnecting
Played while the server momentarily drops an incomplete call due to an error. Also, the same tone is
played while the call is reconnected within a predefined time.

Emergency Alert
Allows you to select the tone you want to hear for an emergency alert. You can also choose not to play
any tone for the emergency alerts.

Emergency Tone
The tone is played to indicate when a user needs to be notified to immediately evacuate any mining site
or any area that is within a geofence. This tone has a higher priority level than Blast Tone and can be
escalated to Evacuation Tone.

Evacuation Tone
The tone is played to indicate when a user has to evacuate immediately a mining site or any area that is
within a geofence. This tone has the highest priority level and can be de-escalated to Emergency or Blast
Tone
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Floor Acquired
Played after you press the PTT button to indicate that you can speak.

Floor Busy
Played when you press the PTT button and are unable to take the floor.

Floor Released
Played to listeners of the call indicating that the talker has released the floor.

Geofence Alert Tones
Allows you to select the tone you want to hear for a geofence alert. You can also choose not to play any
tone for the geofence alerts.

Incoming Video Alert
Allows you to select a tone you want to hear for an Incoming Video. You can also choose not to play any
tone for the incoming video alerts.

Instant Personal Alert Tone
Allows you to select the tone you want to hear for an Incoming Personal Alert. You can also choose not to
play any tone for the instant personal alerts.

Missed Call Alert Tone
Allows you to select the tone you want to hear for a missed call alert. You can also choose not to play any
tone for the missed call alerts.

Message Alert
Allows you to select the tone you want to hear for a message. You can also choose not to play any tone
for messages.

This setting displays the address, latitude, and longitude of the center on the map, which is configured in the
settings under the Map tab. This settings is view-only and cannot be changed.

Area Talkgroup Radius
This setting allows you to set the default radius around the area talkgroup based on the following parameters.
When you set the radius, the same is shown under the Area Talkgroup slider at the time of area talkgroup
creation.

Minimum 0.1 kilometers

Maximum 1000 kilometers

Default 0.1 kilometers

Use Google Map for Location History Traversed Path
This setting allows you to set the method to display the location history of the fleet member. If you clear the
check box, then the traversed path for the fleet member shows as a straight line.

Troubleshooting
This section describes common issues that have been identified and their corrective action.

28.1

Sign in and Plugin Issue
The ‘Agree’ button in the EULA window is disabled.
After reading the EULA, scroll down to the bottom of the EULA page and select the checkbox to enable the
Agree button.

Existence of Duplicate Dispatch Plug-ins, Extensions
1. In the Windows Settings, enter Add or Remove programs
2. From the Apps & features text field, enter dispatch to search your PC for any dispatch plug-ins.

3. Select each plug-in and uninstall it.
4. Wait for your PC to uninstall the plug-ins.
5. From Windows File Explorer, navigate to: This PC → Local Disk → Users → <system username>

→ AppData → Local and locate the DispatcherPlugin folder and delete if the folder exists.

6. From the browser of your choice, open a new browser window.
7. Click the supported extensions icon and select the Browser Extensions icon.
8. Remove Dispatcher Extension if available.

Opening the Dispatch link shows a website security error message Not secure in
the address bar of the Chrome browser.
Contact your IT support for the root certificate, if you see these error messages.

Can open the Dispatch link but cannot install the Plug-in.
The browser you are using to open the Dispatch link may not be compatible with the OS version of your PC
or Laptop. For more information, refer to Software Requirements on page 33
The resource server might not be having a plug-in load. Contact your administrator.

When accessing Dispatch in an incognito window or private window, an Add
extension pop-up displays, although the extension is added to the browser.
An Incognito window or Private window is not supported for the Dispatch login.

Cannot see the Sign-in page though the Internet is working fine, and the Dispatch
link is correct.
Ensure that the PostScript is enabled in the browser settings.
To check the Java Script settings, do the following:
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● If you are using Chrome browser, click the Chrome menu →  Settings →  Advance →  Content
Settings →  Java Scrip

● If the JavaScript is blocked, select Allow.

After signing in to Dispatch, the browser does not allow the Plug-in to download
automatically.
Ensure that the automatic download option is enabled in your browser to allow the Plug-in to download. In
the Chrome browser, if the automatic download option is disabled, the browser asks you to either Save or
Cancel the download.
To check the download settings, do the following:
● If you are using Chrome browser, click Chrome menu →  Settings →  Advance →  Content Settings

→  Automatic downloads
● If the Automatic download is disabled, choose Enable.

Unable to uninstall the Dispatch Plug-in. The Dispatch Plug-in pop-up stays on the
screen but nothing happens.
Sign out and close the Dispatch browser tab and retry uninstalling the Dispatch Plug-in.

After logging in to the app with an incorrect password more than the number of
allowed attempts the account is blocked.
When you attempt to log in to the Dispatch with an incorrect password more than the number of allowed
attempts, your account can be blocked temporarily or permanently based on configuration settings by your
Service Provider. In case of account lockout unblock your account by resetting your password, see Resetting
a Forgotten Password on page 38 or contact your administrator.

User Interface Issues
Unable to click the Apply button on the Settings page.
There are no changes made to apply.

Cannot see any contacts or talkgroups in the Contacts and Talkgroups window.
Allow some time to sync with the server. If the issue still exists, contact your administrator.

Can see the Geofence, Location History, and other features in my Dispatch although
these features are disabled in the Central Admin Tool or server.
Sign out and sign in to Dispatch for the changes to take effect, for the features that are disabled in the Central
Admin Tool or server.

When refreshing or reloading Dispatch in the Chrome browser, the undocked
window turns to a blank page, although the undocked window docked to Dispatch.
There is a limitation when you refresh or reload an undocked window of Dispatch in the Chrome browser.
Close the blank page once docked.
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Not getting any toast messages or not being able to listen to tones when minimizng
Dispatch or opening in another browser tab.
Dispatch does not show toast messages if you are not in the active browser tab or if you minimize the
Dispatch browser. Ensure that you are in the active Dispatch browser tab or you do not minimize the Dispatch
browser to see the notifications or listen to the tones. Sometimes, Dispatch does not play the tones. This
issue mostly happens in the Chrome browser.
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Chapter 29

Glossary
Call Types
Private Call (One-to-one Call)

A private call (also known as a one-to-one call) is a call between you and one other person.
Talkgroup Call

A talkgroup call is a call to a talkgroup with a group of members.
Quick Group Call (Quick Call)

A Quick Group call is a talkgroup call that is created on-the-fly by selecting call members from your
contact list.

Broadcast Call
A Broadcast Call is a call that allows a designated broadcaster to make high-priority calls typically used
for making important announcements.

Scanned Talkgroup Call
On the monitored talkgroup window, when the talkgroup is scanned, the call that comes in for that
talkgroup can be heard immediately, depending on the set priority for the talkgroup.

Monitored Talkgroup Call
Dispatch allows you to monitor up to 20 talkgroups. When monitoring, if a call is active, you can see call
activity on the Monitoring window and optionally join the talkgroup call. Monitoring calls is helpful when
you want to be aware of the call activity on specific talkgroups but do not necessarily want to participate
immediately.

Instant Personal Alert (IPA)
IPA is a way for a fleet member to ask for a call-back from you. An IPA is especially useful if the fleet
member you want to call has a presence status of Do Not Disturb.

Secured Message
You can send and receive text, location, and multimedia messages with the contacts and talkgroups from
the Message window. Multimedia files include documents, pictures, audio, and video. You can also share
and receive the location to and from the fleet members.

Dispatcher Identity
Your display name is shown to others during a PTT call and is shown in their PTT call history.

Floor Control
While in a PTT call, the person speaking is said to “have the floor”. The following terms are used throughout
this guide:

Floor Acquired
When you take the floor by pressing the PTT button, the on-screen microphone icon turns blue. The blue
PTT icon indicates that you have the floor and can speak while you press the PTT button. When you stop
talking, release the PTT button.

Idle
While no one is speaking, the floor is “idle” and is available for anyone to take. The screen shows a light
white button and shows the message “No one is speaking…” If you want to speak, wait until the floor is
idle, then you can press the PTT button to acquire the floor.

Talkgroup
A talkgroup is a type of PTT contact that connects you to multiple people at once.
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Quick Group
Quick Group allows you to make a PTT call to up to ten people without first creating a talkgroup. Quick
group is handy if you want to call a small talkgroup of people quickly that are not already in a talkgroup.

Affiliation
Affiliation allows the dispatcher who is logged in and registers interest for communication events (voice,
data, location, and so on) on a given talkgroup. Also the dispatcher can change the selected talkgroup of
any Dispatch contact. The dispatcher can monitor the current affiliation of the member.

Affiliation Monitoring
Affiliation Monitoring allows the dispatcher to view the affiliated members list dynamically on a talkgroup
that is which talkgroups a particular subscriber is affiliated to. Remote Group Affiliation (REGA) allows
dispatchers to change the selected talkgroup of any of the Dispatch contacts and join the conversations of
that talkgroup.

Simultaneous Session Call
The Dispatch allows you to monitor up to 20 talkgroups simultaneously. When monitoring, if a call is
active, you can listen to all the calls activity on monitored talkgroups and optionally join the talkgroup call.
Monitoring calls is helpful when you want to be aware of the call activity on specific talkgroups but do not
necessarily want to participate immediately.

Area Talkgroup
Area Talkgroup allows the dispatcher to create a temporary talkgroup with fleet members within a
geographical area. The Dispatcher can call or, send messages (text, image, video, document, and
location) to the area talkgroups.

Geofence
Geofence allows you to define and enable a virtual boundary around the talkgroup on the map. If a fleet
member crosses the fence, you and/or the fleet member receives a notification.

Location History
Location History allows you to track and display the paths, which the member has traversed. You can
select a contact or talkgroup from the location history tab and can specify the duration for which you want
to see the path on the map. You can play, pause, stop, and view the details of any location of that path
any time during the location history play.

On-demand Location Updates
The following types of updates enable you to receive location updates from fleet members on an as-needed
basis.
Periodic Location Updates

Enables you to receive periodic location updates from a fleet member based on your periodic update
settings.

One Time Location Updates
Enables you to receive a one-time location update of one or more fleet members.

User Monitoring
User monitoring is a feature that allows the dispatcher to monitor the current situation of a fleet member
who is not responding. Based on the information received, the dispatcher can activate ambient listening,
discreet listening or remotely disable the device of the fleet member.

Emergency
If there is any life-threatening situation, the emergency feature allows the dispatcher to initiate the
emergency on behalf of the target user and participate in the call. Emergency calls are always the top
priority and preempt any ongoing call except another ongoing emergency call.

Backup
Backup allows the dispatcher to initiate backups of call recordings and messages including attachments
along with their meta data (details) to be saved for future reference. Dispatchers can choose to take
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necessary action whenever a backup pending message displays. The backed-up files are saved under
the pre-configured folder in the local PC.

Operational Status Messaging (OSM)
Status messages allow you to receive status messages from the fleet member and to know their quick
status such as on-duty, on-route, busy, at-incident, off-duty.
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
